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A new look in mountain cabins 
makes for rapid sales at Rendezvous

They look rustically authentic on the outside and very new on the inside, and they seem to be rekindling a romance that Denver area families once had for a cabin in the mountains.


They’re a new breed of mountain cabin being created by Colonnade Communities at Rendezvous, the showcase resort along the Fraser River near Winter Park ski area in Grand County.


“People see these and remember the cabins they had in the mountains when they were kids,” says Cindy Thoms, Marketing Director for Colonnade.  “But when they explore inside, they find just how very far our designs or resort living have progressed over the past decades.”

Each of Colonnade’s MooseHorn cabins has a rustic exterior of rough-hewn log and rock masonry, and an interior rendered with a rich, luxurious alpine ambience…traditional, but with plenty of contemporary accents.  There are big windows to bring in views of the forest…log walls with “chinking” between the logs…grand masonry fireplaces…and lavishly appointed kitchens, bars and baths.


According to Thoms, MooseHorn cabins have been a runaway success since the moment they were introduced two years ago…and Colonnade Resort Communities has opened even roomier, more lavishly forested home sites for them, at prices from the upper $400s.  Meanwhile, Colonnade has introduced a new line of Pronghorn cabin-like townhome designs that, like their predecessors, have big interior spaces, main-floor master suites, lavish appointments, and plenty of daylight coming in from lots of angles.  They’re priced from the low $400s.

“Part of what buyers are reacting to is a rediscovery of Winter Park, Fraser and Grand County,” adds Thoms.  “These are areas where many Denverites learned to ski and have terrific summer memories, too.  But when the Eisenhower Tunnel opened, they moved on to the mega ski areas on that side of the mountains.”

“Now with the widening of Route 40 over Berthoud Pass, Grand County is closer and usually easier to get to than Summit County resorts; and buyers are remembering that it’s much prettier, as well.”

Meanwhile, master developer Koelbel and Company is expanding the trail system that complements Colonnade’s resort neighborhoods at Rendezvous, and has a quality road infrastructure that offer homeowners year-round access to the mountain resort lifestyle.  Rendezvous is just five minutes from Winter Park, ten minutes from the base of the slopes at the ski resort, and has its own access to Fraser River fishing and trails that link to the broader 600-mile trail system through the surrounding Arapaho National Forest.  

“If you’re up skiing with relatives or best friends,” notes Thoms, “this is a good time to come by Rendezvous, see the models, and explore the idea of buying a new resort cabin as a fractional ownership…a great way to get the most out of a mountain property without all of the limitations that time-shares have.”

Rendezvous is also showing a beautiful, forested neighborhood for custom homes, attracting top builders and exquisite architecture.  A choice of designs are on track for delivery this year…and sites are priced from as low as the $200s.

To tour Rendezvous, take I-70 west to U.S. 40, follow U.S. 40 over Berthoud pass, through the town of Winter Park and continue a half mile to Rendezvous’ distinctive entryway beside the historic Cozens Ranch Museum.
