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Rendezvous at Winter Park:
Centered in a mountain summer
The pretty Fraser Valley...just an hour west of Denver...has probably never seen a summer of activities as inviting as the one on tap this year.  And it’s never seen an appealing base camp for enjoying that fun like Rendezvous...an entirely new kind of resort situated between Winter Park and Fraser.

This summer, Colonnade is marking two years of rapid sales, and has models open both of MooseHorn cabins and new Pronghorn townhomes with the same appeal.  There are custom homes, too —— including a spectacular hilltop area opening this summer that’s already drawing multimillion dollar designs. 
Now Rendezvous has become part of Grand County’s majesty and is scheduled right into the summer fun, including at “Mary’s Pond”...a 2-acre lake beside the Cozen’s Ranch Museum where Koelbel is installing an attractive event infrastructure that will host outdoor “Plein Air” artists July 29-August 3, and three family fishing derbies.

Rendezvous is just 55 minutes west of Golden on I-70 via newly widened U.S. 40/Berthoud Pass.  Cabins, townhomes and custom homes, priced from the $400s to over $2 million, are on view between Winter Park and Fraser at the distinctive entry with the Rendezvous moose.
