One reason Cozens came here is the same that makes Rendezvous so popular with vacation homebuyers today——the closeness to Denver and to transportation connections, as opposed to those of Vail, Aspen, and areas further west.  Denver owners are just over 60 minutes from home at Rendezvous...out-of-state owners are just a few minutes more from DIA!  

That’s why Rendezvous was winning awards this summer in the Grand County Parade of Homes for the spectacular custom homes that buyers are creating (some have passed the $2 million mark!) as well as for family-styled “cabin” and luxurious townhome models, by Koelbel’s sister company Colonnade Communities.
