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Rendezvous at Winter Park:
It’s better...and bigger...than ever

Rendezvous, the master-planned resort community with luxury cabins, townhomes and custom homes between Winter Park and Fraser, is growing bigger...and better.

This month, master-developer Koelbel and Company has completed negotiations to acquire a vast tract of scenic land adjacent to Rendezvous, that’s known to Winter Park locals as the “Arrow property.”

The 688-acre land parcel takes its name from the historic town site of Arrow...the first city ever incorporated in Grand County...built as a station terminus for the famous Moffat Road rail route that railroad baron David Moffat built across the top of the Continental Divide.  The line, which opened in 1904 to carry visitors over the 11,500-foot pass to the mountain splendor of Winter Park, was abandoned in 1927 when the Moffat Tunnel opened at present-day Winter Park Resort.  Arrow, on a hillside just east of Winter Park, became a ghost town.

Now the site of Arrow is one of many alluring features that will become part of Rendezvous.
Included in the tract, which will more than double the size of the master-planned community, are two creek basins, and part of the site of the former Ski Idlewild, a boutique sized ski area that opened during the 1960s, while the Town of Winter Park was still known as “Hideaway.”  Buz Koelbel, president of Koelbel and company, was one the many Denverites who learned to ski there.

The new acquisition brings Koelbel’s careful community planning, so evident in Rendezvous’ neighborhoods, even closer to the town of Winter Park.  The property lies entirely within the town and actually has a direct road into Winter Park’s main street business area, with its dining, shops and galleries.

“This is a very important development for Winter Park and Grand County,” notes Buz Koelbel.  “It will assure that much of Winter Park has the same, high quality of development that Rendezvous residents enjoy, as Grand County grows more and more popular with vacationers.”

Rendezvous residents...just over an hour from Denver via the newly widened Berthoud Pass route...already enjoy their own private trout lake, miles of trails that link to the National Forest, and the famous trout waters of the Fraser River, which pass right through the community.  The historic Cozens Ranch and Museum, which lies beside Rendezvous’ Discover Center along Highway 40 a few blocks north of the town of Winter Park, is now setting for more summertime events, including a free fishing derby and the annual “Quick Draw” painting competition that attracts hundreds of tourists to Plein Air Arts week.

Custom sites are priced from the $400s; cabin and townhomes are on view daily from the $400s.  The Rendezvous moose marks the entryway to the Discovery Center along U.S. 40 between Winter Park and Fraser.
