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Free fishing derby at
Rendezvous at Winter Park has
prizes, fly-casting lesson 
Rendezvous, the resort community 55 minutes west of the Denver area between Winter Park and Fraser, hosts a free fishing derby Friday-Saturday, June 23-24, 10 a.m. – 2 p.m., that includes fly-casting lessons by Fraser River fishing legend Mo Henry, and a kids’ fishing derby with prizes.

Rendezvous developer Koelbel and Company and Colonnade Communities will have rods available for kids who don’t have equipment.  Mo Henry of Mo Henry’s Trout Shop in Fraser will give a brief orientation to fly fishing, including choosing fly patterns for Fraser Valley trout.

All events take place at Mary’s Pond, at Rendezvous’ entryway on U.S. 40 a half mile beyond Winter Park.  The Fraser River wandering behind the pond was a favorite of President Dwight D. Eisenhower as he summered in Colorado during his 1950s presidency, and is seen today as challenging water that harbors brookies, browns and rainbows.  The historic Cozens Ranch Museum adjacent to the pond will be open throughout.

The Rendezvous Fishing Derby Friday and Saturday coincides with the annual Fat Tire Classic bike race weekend hosted by the Winter Park/Fraser Valley Chamber of Commerce.  Families may also choose to visit Rendezvous’ collection of luxury cabin and townhome models priced from the $400s and its custom homes and sites.  They will also be open Sunday, June 25, when cappuccinos and quiche will be served at Rendezvous’ information center, 10 a.m. - 1 p.m.

Fishing events are free; the Cozens Ranch Museum is open for a small donation.  Rendezvous is on U.S. 40 between Winter Park and Fraser at the distinctive entry with the Rendezvous moose.  Take I-70 west from Denver past Idaho Springs to U.S. 40, then continue over newly widened Berthoud Pass, or visit rendezvouscolorado.com.
